Hostel 
We will be staying at Smart Russel Square Hostel. Nestled in the heart of London in walking 
distance to iconic British Museum and Europe’s most popular shopping area, Oxford Street, 
Smart Russel Square is perfectly situated for travellers who want to experience amazing 
London. Local sights within walking distance include Oxford Street, British Museum, 
Covent Garden, Camden Town Market, National Portrait Gallery, Soho, National Theatre, 
National Gallery, West End Theatres, Regent Street, Leicester Square, Kings Cross and 
much more. In the morning a continental breakfast buffet ensures you have enough energy 
for your exciting day, and in the evening the common area awaits you with couches, free 
WiFi, pool table and more. Here you can unwind and enjoy yourself.  
You will be staying in rooms of 6-9 beds with ensuite bathrooms and private lockers. You 
need to bring your own towel but bedding is provided. 
 
Transfer in Denmark 
Transportation to and from Kolding is paid and organized by you.  
 
Transportation in London 
We recommend that you just use your contactless credit cards (Visa, Mastercard and the 
like). Like Visitor Oyster Cards and Oyster Cards, contactless credit cards can be used at all 
entrances/exits, you pay as you go and the price is the same as for the other cards. However, 
it is possible to order visitor oyster cards and travelcards prior to travelling. You can also buy oyster 
cards and tickets at the Underground stations.
